           Guidelines for Juniorette Scrapbook Competition  
SIZE:  
Scrapbook shall not include more than 100 pages, NOT including the title page, 
table of contents, and club rosters (if included).  Book will not be disqualified for 
more than 100 pages, but 10 points will be deducted from the final score.  
 
COVER:  Should include club name, district number, and club year dates.  
 
CONTENTS:  
Each book will be judged on creativity, organization, presentation, and 
completeness.  It should contain the following:   

¶        Title Page with club name and club year dates  

¶        Each page must have event information and dates listed somewhere on the 
page.  

¶        Pages should be well organized with descriptors for events and meetings.  

¶        All materials shall be entered chronologically by month.  Collage pages with 
multiple dates are allowed (such as Department pages, or event pages that 
cover several dates ï example: from planning to event).
