Candy Airplane Valentine: A great treat to share with your valentine, or 

sold as candy grams.   
 What will be needed: 

  -Thin rubber band 

  - Peppermint life Savers  

-Smarties 

- A piece of gum 

-Heart shaped stickers 

 What to Do:  

- Thread the rubber band through the holes of two Life Savers, then balance the roll of Smarties between 

them, across the rubber band. 

- For wings, balance the stick of gum on top, perpendicular to the smarties and pull the rubber band up 

and over each side of the gum to hold it all in place 

- Decorate the wings with tiny heart shaped stickers or a message.

Recycled Flowers:  
 What will be needed: 

  - Empty and clean two liter bottles or water bottles  

  - Scissors  

  - Paint ( Not Water colors)  

  - Paint Brushes  

  - Blower drier  
 

 What To Do:  

- Take the collected bottles and cut the bottles in half. ( you will be using the tops not the bases)  

- Cut the tops of the bottles into a flower form ( 3, 4, 5, or more petals)  

- Paint the bottles on top side (Not the outside of the bottle) and let dry thoroughly 

- Optional: Use a blow dryer and the heat from the drier will heat the plastic and curl the petals (for 

different effect)  

- Once done have a beautiful collection of flowers to hang, put in a vase, or give away (The best part is 

they will always look great)

  - Elmerôs Glue  

  - Hot Glue Gun 

  - Picture 
 

 What to Do:  

- Take the picture frame and plan where you would like sand or shells and how to be arranged. 

- Use Elmerôs glue and spread evenly over places where sand is wanted (sprinkle sand lightly to give 

even coat)  

- Use hot glue gun to attach shells 

- Date the back of the frame.  

- Add the picture!! =)

There are a wide range of things regarding education that would make good 
Juniorette community service projects. One of the projects I think would be fun is 
celebrating Dr. Suessô birthday (March 2nd) by reading his books to elementary 
school children. This is a service project that could be held at a public library and 
advertised through the Juniorette webpage on Facebook. Itôd be a fun way to 
encourage children to read. Letôs help spread the love of reading! 
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Another educational project to consider is a sign language class. It would be an 
excellent promotional meeting; a way to get current Juniorette members to bring in 
any friends they feel might take an interest in joining. The meeting would be dedicated 
to leaning common sign language such as the alphabet. The possible newcomers 
would leave the meeting having leaned something new. 
 
Then thereôs the teen library idea. Each Juniorette could bring in books to either 
donate to children in the community or to add to the teen library. The teen library 
would be a collection of books that the Juniorettes bring in. Itôs almost like a book 
swap. You can bring in books and borrow books. The books that are brought in for 
donation to kids in the community would help provide young children with lightly used 
books to read.  
 
Also collecting calculators and other school supplies to donate to local schools 
would be a good educational project. Some schools have a shortage of supplies to 
provide for their children, and sometimes the childrenôs family is unable to provide 
them as well. If we (the Juniorettes) donated, it would benefit childrenôs education 
because they would have the resources they need in order to get their work done.  
 
Donating box tops (from cereal boxes) could be another way to benefit the 
community in the education department.  
 
The final project idea I think would be interesting and educational is a 
family/multicultural night. All the members would bring in their family along with a 
dish that reflects their culture/heritage. Throughout the meeting each family would 
take turns describing their culture to the group and answering any questions that 
anyone may ask. A fun way to break the ice might be a friendly game of battle of the 
families involving a game of Trivial Pursuit, Taboo, Pictionary, or even some improv. 
The winning family could get a small prize. 
 
 Of course everyone enjoys a meeting with some home cooked food. Food is a great 
way to learn about other cultures. This would be a good educational meeting because 
itôs very informative in an exciting way. Well those are some cool project suggestions 
that might be fun to try. I hope you enjoy them. Canôt wait to see what you guys come 
up with too!
