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“It’s Not Your Mother’s Annual District Meeting”

Along with other changes that the current administration has introduced, the Annual Dis-
trict Meeting (ADM) has a new persona. No longer will they be part of the Officers’ Fall
Tour. The GFWC Florida by- laws mandate that every district hold an annual district
meeting in October. In the past, the schedule for them was set by the Executive Commit-
tee. Two groups of 2 officers toured from district to district, attending meetings on con-
secutive days. One set of officers would visit Districts 1-7 in the northern half of the state
at the very same time that the other set were visiting Districts 8-14 in the southern half of
the state. This year we are trying something different.

First, the day and date of the annual district meeting (ADM) have been set by the District
Director. In the past many districts were disappointed by a district meeting being held
on a week day. They usually hold their district meetings on a Saturday. At the same
time, a couple of Districts hold their meetings on Tuesdays or Fridays but they wound
up holding their Annual meeting on a Saturday to accommodate the travelling officers.
This District Director’s freedom to schedule resulted in most of the ADM’s being held on
Saturday. On one Saturday, October 9, four districts will be meeting. This means that
more members of the Executive Committee will be involved and hopefully more club
members will be able to attend.

Another change is inviting input from the DD’s on what content the message from the
Executive Committee will hold. Many EC attendees are giving a “mini-LEADS” seminar,
covering leadership tips that will benefit most attendees at ADM’s. Other ADM’s will hear
the Reporting workshop that many districts hold as a separate meeting in November.
This eliminates the cost of an additional district meeting.

One more change--- the districts are no longer required to provide a hotel room for the
visiting officers. If a hotel stay is required because of the distance involved, it will be
paid out of the Annual District Meeting designated account which is funded from the club
dues transmittal form.

Attention Club Presidents:

This month, you or your designee will be receiving your dues pack via email. It will
include instructions, your membership lists and a remittance form. The membership
lists are in excel but can also be downloaded if you don’t have excel by using
“Spreadsheet” in your Works program. The remittance form will allow you to enter your
numbers and it will add and multiply the columns. If you do not receive this pack by
November 1, please contact GFWC Florida Headquarters. Remember DUES ARE DUE

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Budgets or How Do We Pay For This?
Karen-Lee Donohue, GFWC Florida Finance

Doing a club budget can seem like a daunting task, but there is a straightforward way to
accomplish this. Follow a few easy steps and you will survive.

1. Assemble your Budget Committee as per your by-laws. Have available to them last
years budget, the last financial statement and lots of coffee!

2. List your income - dues and income from any investments the club may have.
REMEMBER - the dues that you collect must be separated into two parts: - $20.00 going
to GFWC Florida and GFWC, and the remainder staying in your club. Only the portion
of your dues that your club keeps is used in the budget. (Example: - Dues $50.00, going
to GFWC Florida and GFWC $20.00, available to budget $30.00)

3. Any property owned by the club such as a clubhouse is not considered available
income. The revenue from renting the clubhouse is income.

4. Using the previous budget, list all disbursements (costs) as they stand on your last
financial statement. If you’re doing this a month or two before your year-end, anticipate
any further expense.

5. Match the two totals and that will tell you how much extra you need to raise extra to
meet your disbursements.

6. Add aline item to the income to total this fundraising amount.
Review and make any adjustments necessary. The goal is to have them equal!

Your club’s financial stability is most important to the well being of your club. Take
the time to prepare a budget that reflects the real numbers. Remember, a budget
is only a guideline, not law!

Revitalizing a Junior Club- A New Direction

GFWC University Junior Woman’s Club has a new look and a new name. We are now the GFWC Junior
Woman’s Club of Midtown and | am pleased to announce we have recruited nineteen members in a matter of a
few months.  To put this accomplishment in perspective you have to know a little bit of history. This club was
founded in 2004. While it was not originally supposed to be a collegiate club, the name of the club suggested
that was to be its purpose. It just did not work because our local university has so much to offer students in the
way of extra-curricular activities that this club could not compete.

When | went to Spring Convention last year and listened to President Hulse and Jolie Frankfurth, GFWC Florida
Director of Junior Clubs speak about their themes for the next administration, | thought about this club and how
we could bring it back to life. | know that all of our clubs have struggled to recruit and then retain members over
the past several decades. Each club has its own individual issues that might be holding it back. This article ad-
dresses the issues in my community that were keeping us from helping Federation to grow.

As we already had a very traditional Junior club in my area that has been in existence for more than 75 years, |
thought about what problems we had with membership and how we could make this failing club complement the
existing club. One issue was the inability to recruit and retain members in their twenties and thirties.  With to-
day’s economy and women working longer, it is not practical to think that younger women can attend meetings
and/or projects during the daytime hours. GFWC University Juniors was geared originally toward a younger
group of women, it seemed logical that maybe we could revitalize and redesign this club to fit the needs of the
ladies we wanted to recruit into community service.

In revitalizing this club, | spoke with many young people about why they were not already members of our local
club and what they were looking for in a service club. Below is a list of the factors that were holding these ladies
back and how we solved the problem:

Financial Concerns. Many young women don’t have a large disposable income. They are just out of col-
lege, just starting their career and/or a family and they can't afford to use their available dollars to fund a
club’s activities. So, we made our dues $35 as we don’t have much in the way of administrative expens-
es. We also have made it a point to not ask our club members to donate “in kind” items out of their own
pocket. Instead, we are getting donations from the community. For example, we are having a food drive
for Second Harvest. Instead of asking everyone to bring canned goods to our meeting, we are going to a
local grocery store and asking members of our community to donate the non-perishable items. In addi-
tion to being a fun project, we get exposure to the community which helps with the identity problem that
GFWC faces.

Flexibility. While most GFWC clubs are very flexible with their hours requirements, we are not always flexi-
ble with our meeting times and activities. A lot of the members of my club cannot meet on a certain day
of the week as they are going back to school or have family obligations. We don’t want to lose them just
because they cannot come to meetings. So, we rotate the day of the week that we meet every month.
This helps us to get at least every member to a meeting each quarter. We also do our planning quarterly
so we have input from most everyone as to what projects they want to do for the next quarter.

Burn Out. We all try to do so much for the community that we burn out the few people that dedicate them-

\ selves to each and every project. While it is great to try to do everything you want to do as a club, it doy

tend to cause hard feelings and burn out of the members that give it their all when much of your mem-
bership does not participate. This is a hard problem to fix but it is not a good sign if only one or two
members are showing up for every project. We all tend to spread ourselves too thin because we just
want to do everything for our community. What we have done is to set a goal of one to two community
service projects each month. We have also discussed picking one area we want to focus on each
quarter and doing projects around that need with the hopes that a narrower focus will bring more help-
ing hands and a better outcome for the projects.

Identity. As | indicated previously, University Juniors was identified with the university. Our goal was to
attract the twenties and thirties age group of working women, so we felt it necessary to change the
name. The new name is centered on a trendy area of our community where many people in this age
group hang out. All of the ladies in the club love the new name and it has helped us attract more mem-
bers.

Fun! The age group we targeted loves to have fun so we are making sure we have one social each month
to try to attract new members and bring our club together for social interaction. This has been a great
success as every meeting, our ladies bring their friends and we just keep growing. We also try to pair
a project with a social. We actually have a social coming up where our members were able to buy
enough tickets for a local non-profit organization’s event that we qualified as a sponsor. This is great
publicity for our club, we are helping a local non-profit organization and we will have a great time in the
process. We even have our GFWC Director of Junior Clubs participating in this event and our ladies
are very excited about meeting Jolie.

We are still a work in progress but these changes have really made our club flourish. There is plenty of room in
every community for more than one Federated club. Sometimes, you just need a club with a different focus
that can “fit” the needs of its members better. Starting or revitalizing a club can have nothing but a positive im-
pact on GFWC and the existing clubs’ memberships in the long run.

While all of these things have worked for GFWC Junior Woman’s Club of Midtown, they may not be the solution
to the revitalization of all clubs. You have to look at your club and/or community from the inside out and figure
out what is holding you back from achieving your membership goals. Find the problems, brainstorm with others
on how to fix those problems, and then implement those changes or form a brand new club to supplement your
existing club. [ think if you do this, you will see your
club membership blossom. | am so excited about the
growing membership of our revitalized club! The = =
GFWC Florida Executive Committee and the GFWC
Florida Junior Executive Committee are always avail-
able to help you with your club needs, so please con-
tact us and let us help you achieve your membership
goals.

MASH Unit
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TECH EDGE Password | ssues

Over the last few months, people have had their AOL/Yahoo/MSN and other accounts hacked into. Whoever is
hacking into the account is then changing the password so the real owner cannot get into it.

Phishing is the term for someone trying to gain access to your information through dishonest methods. "We need
you to verify account info" and "Please log in to collect your reward" are just a few of the more popular ways hack-
ers are getting your information. A bank, credit card company, etc will never ask you personal/sensitive infor-
mation via email. DON'T FALL FOR IT! When in doubt, call your account holders directly.

3. Use Sentences to Make it Easy/Secure

Use phrases to make it easy. "I Love My Canines Too Much!" could be made into a password of "ILMK9S2MCH!".
According to HowSecurelsMyPassword.net it would take 12 thousand years to crack that password!

By following these steps you can keep all of your accounts safe and secure.
