Criteria: Include application form and attach a typed narrative explaining how this project/program will assist in the lives of neglected, abused or other at-risk children/families. Describe what involvement the club will play and with which organization. This involvement should include activities, plans, goals, accomplishments, etc. We encourage you to partner with the GFWC Juniors’ Special Project: Advocates for Children specified programs, however it is NOT a requirement as long as your project meets the above criteria.
